DETENTION & IN-SCHOOL SUSPENSION REGULATIONS

It is intended that students will continue their academic responsibilities while serving in-school suspension/detention.  Failure to cooperate with the rules and regulations will result in further disciplinary action.

1. Report to in-school suspension on time with all books and other necessary materials.

2. No games, food or drinks are allowed in the in-school room.

3. Students are not allowed to leave the room for any reason.  Only exceptions will be granted by teacher/principal.

4. Other students are not allowed to visit the in-school room for any reason.

5. Monitors are to be treated with respect.  They are in complete authority.

6. There is to be NO talking, note passing, writing on desks or walls, or sleeping!!!  This is NOT a study hall or class. There will be consequences for unacceptable behavior.

7. All students should be logged in when they report to ISS room with their full name, administrator’s name, and the period of time that they are to remain in ISS.  If an administrator does not escort a student or you have not received a call concerning the student from the office, the student is NOT to stay.  They are to be sent to the office.  All students sent from a classroom are to report to the office FIRST.  Teachers do not have the authority to send student directly to ISS without the permission of an administrator.

8. Do NOT log in any student until they have actually reported to the ISS room.  If advised that a student will be reporting for certain periods later in the day, leave a note for other supervisors.  Then if the student does not report, notify an administrator for further instructions.  If no administration is available, write a referral.

9. Students serving more than one period or block are to fill out student schedule sheet for ALL the classes that they are missing.  Call all their teachers, requesting work for student during the last 5 minutes or first 5 minutes of the period or between classes.  Do NOT interrupt classes.

10. Students serving more than one period or block may go to their locker ONE time for a THREE-minute period.  They should bring any and all materials they may need for all classes.  Students serving for one period may NOT go to their lockers.  They should have materials from the class they were removed from.

11. Should a student refuse to do the work assigned by teacher or throws it away, please put a note in the teacher’s mailbox in the reception room.  All work completed should be marked with student’s and teacher’s name and put in teacher’s mailbox.

12. Students need permission to see the principal, guidance, counselor, or nurse.

13. Students should be escorted to lunch between high school and middle school lunches.  They are not to talk or socialize in the hall.  They are to use disposable trays and return to ISS with their lunch.  If a student is not going to be eating lunch in ISS, they are to be taken to the main office to wait for the supervisor’s return.  Students are NOT to be left unsupervised in ISS room.

14. Students may NOT use the phone for any reason.  If they need to make a call, it has to be approved by an administrator and the office phone ONLY may be used to make the call.

15. Students may ABSOLUTELY NOT use the computer without administrator’s permission.  They MUST be supervised to make sure they are actually doing schoolwork.

16. The student logbook, attendance sheets, teacher’s schedules, and eligibility lists are ALL confidential.  They should NOT be given to any student for any reason.
