· Ptolemy = thought the Earth was the center of the universe
· Copernicus = thought the sun was the center of the universe

· Galileo = first used a telescope to see objects in space

· Newton = knew that gravity keeps the planets in orbit around the sun

· Kepler = knew the planets orbit in an elliptical shape around the sun

· Rotation – spinning on an axis (Earth’s is 1 day)

· Revolution – travelling around the sun (Earth’s is 365 ¼ days)

· Seasons – caused by the tilt of the earth (fall, winter, spring, summer)
· Planets and Dwarf Planets in order:
· Mercury, Venus, Earth, Mars, Ceres*,          

inner & rocky & small
· Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, Neptune, Pluto*, Eris*       outer&giant&gas

· A leap year happens every 4 years.  Because the Earth’s revolution around the sun is 365 ¼ days, the four ¼ extra days add up to 1 extra day every 4 years.  It is on February 29th.
