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Review Sheet for “Electricity”
· A battery (source) is a device that converts chemical energy into electricity
· A current is a flow of charge

· Resistance is opposition to the flow of electricity

· Direct current is when electrons are flowing in the same direction.

· Electrons need a closed path through which to travel

· A switch is used to open and close a circuit

· A series circuit has parts connected one after another on one path

· If one light bulb goes out in a series circuit, they all go out!
· A parallel circuit has parts on different  branches so there are several paths

· If one light bulb goes out, other light bulbs can still be lit.

· The circuits in our homes would be parallel because we wouldn’t want all lights to go out if one bulb blew.

· Two safety devices in our homes that prevent too much current from flowing through the wires are fuses and circuit breakers.
