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Review Sheet “Magnetism, Light, Electromagnetic Spectrum”

· Magnets  always have a pair of poles (north and south)
· Magnets are stronger at the ends, not the center

· Like poles repel and unlike poles attract

· As the wavelength increases, the frequency decreases

· Frequency is the number of waves that passes in a certain time

· Top of the wave = crest and bottom of the wave = trough
· Amplitude = height of the wave and wavelength = distance between crests

· The electromagnetic spectrum includes: radio, microwaves, infrared, visible, ultraviolet, and gamma rays

· The color in order of deceasing wavelength are: red, orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo, violet (ROY G BIV)
· Opaque: you can’t see through, light can’t pass through

· Translucent: you can’t see through; light can pass through
· Transparent: you can see through; light can pass through

· Opaque objects reflect the color they are

· White objects reflects all the colors

· Black object absorb all the colors



· Convex lenses make light rays converge

· Concave lenses make light rays diverge


· Reflected light bounces off surfaces

· Refracted light bends
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
