· A rock is a solid mixture of one or more minerals

· Ways to identify a mineral:
· cleavage….. (breaking into sheets or cubes)
· luster ……… (glassy, shiny, dull, metallic)
· fracture …… (breaking into pieces in other ways)
· streak ……..  (the color of the mineral when scratched)
· hardness ….  (Moh’s hardness scale)
· other special properties

· Ways to classify a rock:
· composition (the type of minerals in the rock)
· texture (the grain size…  fine grained rocks cooled faster)
· Three types of rocks:
· Igneous ……… (formed by cooled magma/lava)

· Sedimentary … (formed by layers of packed sediment)

· Metamorphic … (formed by heat and pressure)

· Examples of rocks:
· igneous: granite, pumice

· sedimentary: sandstone, may contain fossils!
· metamorphic: gneiss, marble
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
