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Review Sheet for “Civil War (1861-1865)”

· The war started at Fort Sumter, SC when the Confederates attacked a Union fort.
· Lincoln’s goal at the beginning of the war was to keep the country together and preserve the Union.  He did not want to end slavery immediately because he wanted to keep the Border States on his side.
· Even though both sides thought this would be a short war, it lasted for almost 5 years.
· The Confederate (Rebels) president was Jefferson Davis and the lead general was General Lee. He fought the war because he believed in states’ rights. His capital city was Richmond, Virginia.
· The Union (Yankees) president was Abraham Lincoln and the main general was General Grant. He fought the war because he believed in keeping the country together. His capital city was Washington, DC.
· The Union had an industrial economy and had more factories and people.

· The Confederate had an agricultural economy (farming) but had good military leaders and they knew the land better.

· The Union (North) captured the Mississippi River which helped them win the war and blockaded the south so they couldn’t get supplies from England and France.

· Total War was used by Union General Sherman in Georgia to destroy all food and equipment that the enemy population would need.  Even civilian people were hurt by this.
· Inflation was a rise in prices and a decline in money

· The Draft   Law required men to fight in the military.  Southern farmers did not like this because rich plantation owners didn’t have to fight if they paid the $300 fine
· Copperheads were northerners who did not want to be fighting the Civil War
· Habeas Corpus is a right you have to have a hearing before going to jail

· 54th Massachusetts was an all-black person military unit who helped fight against the Rebels

· The Border States were Maryland, Missouri, Kentucky, and Delaware.  They stayed loyal to Lincoln and the Union. They were important to Lincoln because of their location.  Maryland was close to Washington DC and Richmond, the capitals of the two countries.  Missouri was close to the Mississippi River, Missouri was near the Ohio River and Kentucky was ……

· Emancipate means to set free. The Emancipation Proclamation started on January 1, 1863.  Lincoln gave this speech after the Battle of Gettysburg which dedicated a cemetery to the soldiers who died in the battle.  He added getting rid of slavery to be one of his goals. This freed the slaves in the South, not all over the country.  This made southern planters mad. If the slaves were free, Lincoln thought the Southern economy would be hurt and their chances for winning the war would.
· One main result of the Civil War was that slavery was ended everywhere in the US.
· The Union won the Civil War.  General Lee surrendered to General Grant at Appomattox, Courthouse, Virginia.
